In this humorous essay, Mr. Appling makes a strong case
that author Dorothy Sayer’s Lord Peter Wimsey has a brother living in Mr. Wolfe’s Brownstone.

Mary Shen Barnidge, Chicago, IL, for The Hunt for the Missing Mrs. Panzer. The question of whether Mr. Wolfe’s most gifted operative is single or
married is addressed in this article by Ms. Shen Barnidge.

Stephen C. Jett, Abingdon, VA, for The Rugs of Nero Wolfe et al. This meticulously-researched treatise delves into the world of Oriental rugs to
explore the history and value of Mr. Wolfe’s collection as well as those rugs that appear in Rex Stout’s non-Nero Wolfe books.
